Visitors will climb aboard a simulation of the
Model T car and soon discover that Edison has made a few
enhancements. Visitors will embark on an epic ride through New
Jersey’s contributions to the field of science. During the trip, visitors
join the Kelly brothers in space and Buzz Aldrin on the moon. All
the while, a phonograph plays Frank Sinatra’s “Fly Me to the Moon”
in the background.
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Model T Exhibit
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Great Hall - New Jersey Wall of Fame

Since its founding in 2008, over 200 of New Jersey’s most
outstanding citizens have been inducted into the New Jersey Hall
of Fame. This select group of men and women have been chosen
for their individual achievements, for what they represent to the
state and the region, and for having

The Wall of Fame will be composed of hundreds of illuminated
honorary plaques to celebrate each inductee and feature key
moments of their journeys on a central circular screen.

Visitors will be able to further learn about each inductee on the
nearby gesture activated New Jersey map, which will also feature
a rotating collection of artifacts belonging to the inductees.

Late Night Jersey TV
